We shared with you in the previous newsletter about the summer of miracles in the Bronx. God is moving in powerful
ways in Detroit, too! As in the Bronx, literally hundreds of people in Detroit had encounters with Christ!

Rejoice with us over all that God has done for the glory of His name!

DETROIT - Detroit is making national news, but this time the news is not talking about “the tragedy of Detroit!”
This sports town has much to cheer about: The Lions are playing well! The Tigers were in the play-offs. The Michi-
gan Wolverines and MSU Spartans are in the Top-20. The Red Wings have begun the NHL season undefeated!

But more than sports success, the city of Detroit is changing, and we have been blessed to see it happen! When
we began working in Detroit in 2005, the infamous “8 Mile” was a literal dividing line between Detroit and the
suburban population. Churches were not walking the streets touching the needs of the people around them.
Downtown was a ghost town, and hopelessness prevailed!

But thanks be unto GOD that is no longer true! We have been reaching out and praying for this city for six years,
and God has heard our prayers! UHM outreach has united Christians from all over Metro Detroit to fill the streets
with prayer, to minister to the felt-needs of people, and to worship Jesus in some of the darkest areas of the city!
The 2011 IGNITE Gathering brought more than 100 college students together to cry out to God and commit their
lives to serving Him! Christians interceded at Prayer Stations, prayerwalked the heart of the city as well as East
Detroit, Southwest Detroit, and Dearborn. Truth was lifted high in outdoor worship and many forms of outreach.

A true highlight of the summer in Detroit was the Family Day in Clark Park. Clark Park is located in one of the
poorest and worst violent crime and gang areas of the city. But on July 30, the park was filled with the presence of
Christ! Over 1,000 people came. More then 900 people were fed. Free medical screening was available. Thousands
of Bibles and Christian literature (donated by the American Bible Society) were distributed. At one distribution
tent, 26 people received Christ!
